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INTRODUCTION

SCHOOL SUCCESSWhen school staff, families, and community members work together to create a system of supports forchildren, the result is better educational and developmental outcomes for children. “Family and CommunityEngagement is a shared responsibility of families, schools, and communities for student learning andachievement; it is continuous from birth to young adulthood; and it occurs across multiple settingswhere children learn. The six fundamentals of effective Family, School and Community Partnerships are:Welcoming all stakeholders, communicating effectively, supporting the success of children and youth,advocating for each child and youth, sharing power and responsibility, and partnering with the community(Massachusetts Family, School, and Community Partnership Fundamentals, June 2011).”New Bedford Elementary Schools are working to strengthen relationships with families and thecommunity toward a shared goal of student academic success. As a part of this effort, the school districthas established a multilingual Family Welcome Center in the Paul Rodrigues Administration Building, 455County Street, room 105 (508-997-4511 x3424).
What Families Can Do to Help Children Succeed in School1.   Make certain all of your family’s contact information is correct and up-to-date. When an emergencyhappens, it is important that the school be able to contact you immediately, and, if you are not available,another responsible adult in your child’s life.2.   Remind your child of the importance of regular attendance and always being on time. Ask your child:a.   Have you been in school every day?b.   Have you been on time every day?c.   Have you turned in all your homework? Was it complete and on time?3.   Communicate with your child’s school/teachers4.   Visit your child’s school often. Schools have many scheduled events including:a.   Student performancesb.   Sporting eventsc.   Family-teacher conferencesd.   Other scheduled meetings5.   Read to and with your child, every day, in the language you know best. Families should read to theirchildren, every evening before bed, until the children ask to read to themselves. Even then, adults cancontinue to read aloud to children, taking turns and allowing the child/children to read some parts aloud.If for any reason you are unable to read to your child, contact your public library for information aboutbooks on tape and other programs on computers (available at the library) that you can share with yourchild. 5



6.   Talk to your child, every day, in the language you speak best.Provide quiet time in a space with good lighting for your child to do homework and to read. Watch theclock or set the kitchen timer (see time and activity suggestions below). If your child finishes early, have
her/him read a book—keep one handy. If she/he needs more time, allow this. Generally, though,
telling your child that there is no TV, radio, telephone or computer time until the timer goes off is
a good way to help your child be responsible for her/his learning.

a. If your child is in kindergarten or younger, sit with her/him and read and write
together.

b. If your child is in 1st—3rd grade, set the timer for about a half hour for your child to
do homework, read and write every day. Sit with your child and ask questions about
what she/he is doing or reading, but make certain your child does the work—she or
he needs to learn some independence.

c. If your child is in 4th—5th grade, set the timer for about 45 minutes.

Questions for Families to Ask Children

Ask two of the following questions (choose different ones each day) of your child, after every school day
(afternoons) and before every school day (mornings). If your child is unable to answer a question fully, (for
example, if your child says “we are not reading anything in school”), then tell your child you are concerned
and will need to talk with teachers. Often, children will then respond with an answer. If they persist in
saying they are not reading (or doing math, or science, etc.) and they respond they are not learning these
subjects over a period of time (at least a week), then it is time to call the school and ask to meet with your
child’s teacher/ teachers. Depending on the situation and your child’s age, you may wish to ask the teachers
to meet together with your child. Consider posting the questions on your refrigerator door.1.   What did you learn in school today? What do you think you will learn in school tomorrow?2.   What homework do you have?3.   What is something you enjoyed in school? What is something that was difficult for you to do inschool today?4.   What did you read in school today?5.   What are you learning about in math? What are you learning about in science?6.   What are you learning about in history?7.   Did you ask any questions in school today? What questions did you ask? (If your child says she/hedid not ask a question, help your child practice a question to ask the next school day. You might wantto work with your child to choose a teacher or principal to ask their question.)8.   How do you think you are doing in school?a.   Have you talked to your teachers?b.   Have you asked for extra help (after-school, tutoring, other)?
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What Can Parents Do?1.  Let your child know how important you believe education is!2.  Make sure your child is at school on time!3.  Expect your child to graduate!4.  Help your child to set short-term and long-term goals and determine where they are headed in life.5.  Get connected with your children’s school and talk with their teachers and counselors.
Homework PolicyThe responsibility of the school district to educate the student is carried out by the teachers througheffective classroom instruction and the careful delegation of independent study. It is important for thestudent to be taught the concepts related to the content area and how to study in school before he/sheis given assignments to complete at home. There is, therefore, a progressive increase in the amount ofhomework expected of students from the elementary grades through high school.Purposeful homework benefits students. Homework should be an extension of the class lesson, be clearlyunderstood by students, be well planned and meaningful.Homework can be evaluated in multiple ways through review, classroom or small group discussion,and/or direct assessment. Completion of homework will count towards students’ cumulative grade forthe content area.The immediate purpose of a specific homework assignment may be to:1. Strengthen basic skills2. Extend classroom learning3. Stimulate and further interests4. Reinforce independent study skills5. Develop initiative, responsibility, self-direction and reflection6. Stimulate use of leisure time that increases understanding and love of learning7. Acquaint parents with the content and concepts studied in schoolHomework assignments shall be planned in accordance with the following principles:1.   If homework is to have value, its purpose and relation to what has been learned in the classroommust be clearly understood by the student.2.   Students should understand not only what to do, but also how to do it.3.   Homework should grow from classroom discussions, problems, projects, and concerns.
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4.   The student’s age, need for play time, and out-of-school responsibilities must be consideredwhen deciding upon length of any assignment. The student must bear responsibility for managinghis/her time in a way that homework can be completed and submitted on time.5.   Assignments should make use of a variety of skills and prior knowledge.6.   Every homework assignment must be properly corrected and/or evaluated in keeping with thepurpose of the assignment. To the extent possible, such corrections/evaluations shall be sharedwith the students involved in a timely fashion.7.   When a student’s grade or learning expectation are being adversely affected by poor homeworkperformance or non-completion of assignments, the teacher shall communicate orally, or in writing,in a timely fashion with parents/guardians concerning the problem.8.   All homework assigned will be reflected in the child’s cumulative grade or learning expectation atthe end of the term.The School Committee encourages the administration to assist teachers in planning homeworkassignments in keeping with the above guidelines. Additionally:1.   The Committee expects that Principals (or Directors/Instructional Supervisors where appropriate)will monitor the implementation of this homework policy through various approaches such asreview of lesson plans, observation of classes, conferences with teachers, examination of studentpapers and/or other related activities.2. The Committee expects that each content Director will clearly define the homework policy of his/her department. All such departmental policies must keep with this School Committee homeworkpolicy.
3. New Bedford Public Schools’ Attendance Philosophy & PolicyLearning and achievement are the highest priorities in the New Bedford Public Schools. Attendance is amajor factor that influences student learning. Students cannot learn if they are absent. Regular schoolattendance can be achieved through a partnership between students, parents and the school.Student attendance is the number one factor affecting the overall achievement of students. Teachingstudents the discipline that they need in order to survive in the 21st century work place is one of ourmain jobs, and we must help students understand the consequences of poor attendance throughouttheir educational career. In fact, good attendance is the number one issue that employers identify asmaking a good employee.
This attendance policy is designed to foster a culture of learning at New Bedford Public Schools.This policy:• Establishes firm expectations that on-time school and class attendance are important insustaining the learning environment and in meeting individual learning needs.• Provides significant flexibility and opportunities to accommodate legitimate absence or latenesswith a minimum of administrative procedure.• Assures timely flow of information from parents to school, and from school to parents aboutattendance at school and in class so that both can work to improve a situation before astudent’s education suffers.• Clearly defines the responsibilities of students, educators, and parents regarding absences,tardiness and dismissals.• Employs a tiered model of supportive interventions which focus on the needs of the “wholechild”, a productive partnership between home and school, and the utilization of juvenile courtas a last resort effort to ensure students and parents adhere to state attendance laws.
Massachusetts General Laws Related to AttendanceChapter 76 Section 1 of the Massachusetts General Laws (MGL) states that children between the ages ofsix and sixteen must attend school. Students as well as parents/guardians can be charged with a CRApetition if a student has seven or more unexcused absences in a six month (or semester) period.Chapter 119 Section 21 of the Massachusetts General Laws (MGL) provides for the “Protection and Careof Children, and Proceedings Against Them.” The section defines Child Requiring Assistance (CRA) as:* A child below the age of seventeen who persistently runs away from the home of his parents or legalguardian, or persistently refuses to obey the lawful and reasonable commands of his parents or legalguardian, thereby resulting in said parent’s or guardian’s inability to adequately care for and protectsaid child, or a child between the ages of six and sixteen who persistently and willfully fails to attendschool or repeatedly violates the lawful and reasonable regulations of his school.
The Role of the Attendance OfficerAccording to MGL Chapter 76 Section 1, “the school committee of each town shall provide for and enforcethe school attendance of all children actually residing therein in accordance herewith.”
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File:  JHThe New Bedford Public Schools employs Attendance Officers at the elementary, middle and high schoollevels. These staff has the responsibility to monitor and investigate school-wide attendance trends as wellas individual student attendance. Attendance officers frequently communicate with parents/guardiansthrough written notification, phone calls, and home visits. They also work closely with teachers andadministration to develop plans and intervene if a student develops a pattern of chronic attendance.Following supports and interventions provided by the New Bedford Public Schools, if a student continuesto fail to attend school regularly or a parent/guardian fails to send their child to school, it is the AttendanceOfficer’s responsibility to protect the rights of the child and file a complaint with the juvenile court system.If at any time an Attendance Officer (mandated reporter) believes a child to be in danger they must file a51A complaint with the Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS).
DefinitionsEXCUSED ABSENCE:While the school recognizes “legitimate” reasons for an interruption in a student’s education, the casual“day off” will not be recognized as an excused absence. The following list of circumstances, all of whichrequire official written verification or documentation, would constitute an excusable absence/tardy:• Medical appointments/illness verified in writing by a professional health care provider or theschool nurse• Death of a family member• Observance of a major religious holiday• School related absence (i.e., dismissals for field trips, suspensions, ASA, sports events, etc.)• Legal obligations• Verified post high school visitation• Absence approved by the HeadmasterIf a student is absent for one of the above reasons, he/she will provide their homeroom teacher with theappropriate documentation.* Students are responsible for make-up work associated with ALL excused absences.UNEXCUSED ABSENCE: When in school, students are expected to attend all classes unless excused by anadministrator or the nurse.• If a student is in school, fails to attend a class, and does not have such an excuse, the absence fromclass is unexcused.• If a student arrives to class beyond the halfway point without a valid excuse and correspondingpass, the tardy will be considered an unexcused absence for that class.• If a parent fails to provide written documentation indicating a valid reason for an absence, theschool will classify the absence as unexcused (please refer to the list of excusable absencesabove).TARDINESS:If a student is not present in his/her classroom/homeroom at the bell, the student will be marked tardy;a student attending less than half a school day is considered absent. A written excuse (as describedearlier) is required.
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File:  JHPlease Note: Being tardy to school or class may result in the assignment of appropriate disciplinaryactions by the housemaster, which may include, parental contact, Detentions, In-School Suspension, andSaturday Alternative to Suspension days.  Failure to comply may result in further disciplinary actions.DISMISSAL:A student wishing to be dismissed during a session must present a signed note from the parent orguardian to the Housemaster. It must include the student’s full name, reason, date and time for dismissal,and a telephone number where the Housemaster can reach the parent or guardian for verification andapproval.SUSPENSION:Students who are absent due to out-of-school suspension will be marked absent and will be expected tomake up missed assignments, homework and tests.TRUANCY:Truancy is defined as being absent from school without the permission of a parent or guardian. Anystudent who is found to be truant may be required to return to school accompanied by a parent orguardian. Please Note: A parent’s note cannot excuse truancy if the absence does not meet the criteria ofan excused absence.CHRONIC ABSENCE:Missing 10% (18 days) or more of a school year.
Documentation RequirementsWritten documentation is required from a parent or guardian for any and all absences, tardiness anddismissals in Grades K-8.The note must list the date(s) of absence(s); the student’s full name and it must clearly state the reasonfor the absence. Recommended documentation includes, but is not limited to:• Doctors’ or Dentists’ notes• Court/legal documentation for the legal obligation of the student (not family and friends)• College or verified post high school visit documentation, etc.• The student will submit the documentation indicating the reasons for his/her absence to thehomeroom teacher. All notes will be verified and kept on file.• The document must include the date absent, the reason for the absence, a working phone numberwhere a parent or guardian can be reached and the parent or guardian’s signature.• A copy of an obituary or verification of religious affiliation may be requested by the Housemasteror Attendance Officer.• Should a school official become aware that written documentation for any absence(s) has beenfabricated, the absence(s) will not qualify as “approved” and will not be allowable for the BuyBack option.Please Note: The New Bedford Public Schools’ district policy does not recognize family vacations as anexcused absence.

Attendance Requirements & ProceduresStudents will not receive full credit for a course (regardless of the grade received) when a student exceedsthe following:
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File:  JH• 5 unexcused absences in a class that meets daily in a semester• 2.5 unexcused absences in a class that meets on alternating days in a semester• 10 unexcused absences in a full year courseThis in turn may place the student in jeopardy of attaining the required Units and/or Courses necessaryfor graduation.
Parent/Student Notification• The New Bedford Public Schools automated call system will inform the primary contact numberwhen a student is absent or tardy.Please Note: It is the responsibility of the students’ parent/guardian to provide an updated validworking phone number to the school at all times.• Parents, guardians and age of majority students will be notified that a student is in danger of notreceiving full credit through issuance of a warning notice.

Dropout PreventionNo student who has not graduated from high school shall be considered permanently removed fromschool unless the Principal has sent notice to a student, and that student’s parent/guardian, who hasbeen absent from school for ten (10) consecutive days of unexcused absence. The notice shall be sentwithin five (5) days of the tenth consecutive day of absence and shall offer at least 2 dates and timeswithin the next ten (10) days for an exit interview with the Headmaster or designee, the student, and thestudent’s parent/guardian. The notice shall be in both English and the primary language of the home, ifapplicable. The notice shall include contact information for scheduling the exit interview and shall indicatethe parties shall reach an agreement on the date/time of the interview within the ten (10) day timeframe.The timeframe may be extended at the request of the parent/guardian and no extension shall exceed 14days.The Superintendent or designee may proceed with any interview without a parent/guardian present,provided the Superintendent has documented a good faith effort to include the parent/guardian.The Superintendent or designee shall convene a team of school staff to participate in the exit interviewand shall provide information to the student and, if applicable, the student’s parent/guardian on thedetrimental effects of early withdrawal from school and the alternative education programs and servicesavailable to the student.
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SECTION 2: Responsible Student Behavior and Expectations

STUDENTS’ RIGHTS AND DUE PROCESSStudents are entitled to due process and fair treatment by all employees of the New Bedford PublicSchools. Students are given the opportunity to appeal actions that adversely affect them and to explaintheir positions. Appeals relating to matters concerning co-curricular or athletic activities should first bebrought to the appropriate administrator of the program. Appeals relating to classroom standards orrequirements should first be brought to the appropriate academic director.
DISCIPLINARY DUE PROCESS1. EMERGENCY SUSPENSION: A student may be given an emergency suspension by the Principal if thePrincipal has reasonable cause to believe that:a. The physical safety of the student or of others is substantially endangered and will continue to beendangered;orb. The student is causing and will continue to cause substantial interference with classroom instructionor disruption to the school setting.2. SHORT TERM DISCIPLINARY SANCTIONS:Except where an Emergency Suspension is warranted, a student and the student’s parent(s)/guardian(s)will be given oral and written notice of the offense with which he/she is charged and provided adisciplinary hearing prior to the imposition of any disciplinary sanction that might result in the student’ssuspension from school for ten (10) days or less. At said hearing, the student and the student’s parent(s)/guardian(s) will be provided a written account of the charge and will be afforded an opportunity toprovide additional information to inform the determination. In the event that the Principal, or AssistantPrincipal determines that the student will be suspended from school, the student and the student’sparent(s)/guardian(s) will be provided a copy of the outcome in writing. If the parent(s)/guardian(s)were not present at the meeting, the student’s parent(s)/guardian(s) will be notified by telephone at thenumber they provided the school of the outcome.3. LONG TERM DISCIPLINARY SANCTIONS:Prior to the imposition of any disciplinary sanction that might result in a student’s suspension for morethan ten (10) consecutive school days or expulsion, the student and the student’s parent(s)/guardian(s)will be given notice of a hearing at which they may be represented by an attorney at their expense andmay examine and present witnesses and documentary evidence. Following this hearing, the Principalwill issue a written decision. The student and the student’s parent(s)/guardian(s) will have the right toappeal any decision imposing a long-term exclusion from school. The student and the student’s parent(s)/guardian(s) shall have five (5) days from the effective date of the exclusion to file a written appeal withthe Superintendent of Schools.For exclusions imposed pursuant to M.G.L. c. 71 §37H, M.G.L. c. 71 §37H½ see pages 19-21 of thisHandbook.
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STUDENT DISCIPLINEDiscipline is the dual responsibility of the home and school.The Massachusetts General Laws require the School Committee to adopt written policies, rules andregulations not inconsistent with law, which may relate to study, discipline, conduct, safety and welfare ofall students, or any classification thereof, enrolled in the public schools system.The implementation of the general rules of conduct is the responsibility of the principal and the certifiedstaff of the building. In order to do this, the staff in each school in the School District shall developspecific rules, not inconsistent with the law or in conflict with School District policies by being morespecific as they relate to specific schools.The purpose of disciplinary action is to restore acceptable behavior. When disciplinary action is necessary,it shall be administered with fairness and equity while taking into account the individual circumstancesin each incident of student misconduct.Students violating any of the guidelines on student conduct and control will be subject to disciplinaryaction.
The degree, frequency, and circumstances surrounding each incident shall determine the method usedin enforcing these guidelines.Most of the situations which require disciplinary action can be resolved within the confines of theclassroom or as they occur by reasonable but firm reprimand, and/or by teacher conferences with thestudent and/or parents or guardians.In order to maintain equity in disciplinary actions district-wide, all school administrators will be guidedby district guidelines for the discipline of both elementary and secondary students in defining acts ofstudent misconduct and in providing student consequences for defined student behaviors. It is expectedthat disciplinary actions be progressive in nature, and that out-of-school suspension be used as thesanction of last resort.If a situation should arise in which there are no applicable written guidelines, the staff member shall beexpected to exercise reasonable and professional judgment.LEGAL REFS.: M.G.L. STUDENT SEARCHESA student’s person, personal possessions, and student locker may be searched whenever schooladministrators have reasonable suspicion that the student is in possession of illegal, prohibited, orcontraband items/materials. Any and all illegal, prohibited, or contraband materials discovered as a resultof such a search will be confiscated. Students found in possession of such items or materials will besubject to discipline and/or criminal prosecution.
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GANG ACTIVITYIn order to help ensure safe and violence free schools, gangs and gang activities are prohibited at allNBPS Elementary Schools according to the following:A. Definition: For purposes of policy, a “gang” is any group of three or more individuals who displays orcommunicates membership in that group and whose purpose or activities include the commission ofillegal acts or the violation of the disciplinary rules of each NBPS Elementary, Middle and High School.School sponsored clubs, groups, organizations, and/or athletic teams shall not be considered “gangs”for purposes of this policy.B. Prohibitions: In any area under the control of the school district, or at any activity supervised byschool personnel employed by the district, no student shall:1. Wear, possess, use, distribute, display, or sell any clothing, jewelry, emblem, badge, symbol, sign, orother item that evidences or reflects membership in, or affiliation with, any gang.2. Engage in any act, either verbal or nonverbal, including gestures or handshakes and demonstrationsof membership in or affiliation with any gang.3. Engage in any act that furthers the interests of any gang or gang activity, including, but not limited to:a. Soliciting membership in, or affiliation with, any gang.b. Soliciting any person to pay for “protection” or threatening any person, explicitly or implicitly,with any other illegal or prohibited act.c. Painting, writing, tattooing, or otherwise inscribing gang-related graffiti, messages, symbols, orsigns (or graffiti, messages, symbols or signs that are not gang-related, but that a reasonableperson would believe to be gang-related due to similarity in shape, size, color, or form), on schoolproperty or personal property.
d. Engaging in violence, extortion, or any other illegal act or violation of school policy. e. Solicitingany person to engage in physical violence against any other person.C. Violations: Students who violate this policy shall be subject to an out of school suspension and/orexpulsion, in addition to applicable criminal and civil penalties.

MASSACHUSETTS GENERAL LAWS c. 269:
AN ACT PROHIBITING THE PRACTICE OF HAZINGSection 17. Whoever is a principle organizer or participant in the crime of hazing as defined herein shallbe punished by a fine of not more than one thousand dollars or by imprisonment in a house of correctionfor not more than one hundred days, or by both such fine and imprisonment.The term “Hazing” as used in this section and in section eighteen, shall mean any conduct or method ofinitiation into any student organization, whether on public or private property, which willfully or recklesslyendangers the physical or mental health of any student or other person. Such conduct shall include
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whipping, beating, branding, forced calisthenics, exposure to the weather, forced consumption of anyfood, liquor, beverage, drug or other substance, or any other brutal treatment or forced physical activitywhich is likely to adversely affect the physical health or safety of any such student or other person, orwhich subjects such student or other person to extreme mental stress, including extended deprivation ofsleep or rest, or extended isolation.Section 18. Whoever knows that another person is the victim of hazing as defined in section seventeenand is at the scene of such crime shall, to the extent that such person can do so without danger or perilto himself or others, report such crime to an appropriate law enforcement official as soon as reasonablypracticable. Whoever fails to report such crime shall be punished by a fine of not more than five hundreddollars.
HAZINGThe practice of “Hazing” in the New Bedford Public Schools shall be outlawed.A. Any organization guilty of said practice shall be disbanded for the remainder of the school year andfor the following school year.
B. Whoever knows that another person is the victim of hazing as defined above and is at the scene ofsuch crime shall, to the extent that such a person can do so without danger or peril to himself or others,report such a crime to an appropriate official as soon as possible. Whoever fails to report such crime toan appropriate official as soon as possible shall be punished by removal from position (advisor) with anofficial reprimand from the Superintendent of Schools and/or be called before the School Committee(advisor and/or student) for possible dismissal, suspension or expulsion.
MASSACHUSETTS GENERAL LAWS M.G.L. c. 71, Sec. 37H(a) Any student who is found on school premises or at school-sponsored or school-related events, includingathletic games, in possession of a dangerous weapon, including, but not limited to, a gun or a knife; or acontrolled substance as defined in chapter ninety-four C, including, but not limited to, marijuana, cocaine,and heroin, may be subject to expulsion from the school or school district by the principal.(b) Any student who assaults a principal, assistant principal, teacher, teacher’s aide or other educationalstaff on school premises or at school-sponsored or school-related events, including athletic games, maybe subject to expulsion from the school or school district by the principal.(c) Any student who is charged with a violation of either paragraph (a) or (b) shall be notified, as shallher/his parent(s)/ guardian(s), in writing of an opportunity for a hearing; provided, however, that thestudent and her/his parent(s)/ guardian(s) may have representation, along with the opportunity topresent evidence and witnesses at said hearing before the principal.After said hearing, a principal may, in his discretion, decide to suspend rather than expel a student whohas been determined by the principal to have violated either paragraph (a) or (b).(d) Any student who has been expelled from a school district pursuant to these provisions, and saidstudent’s parent(s)/ guardian(s), shall have the right to appeal to the Superintendent. The expelledstudent and her/his parent(s)/guardian(s) shall have ten days from the date of the expulsion in which tonotify the Superintendent of her/his appeal. The student and her/his parent(s)/guardian(s) have theright to counsel at a hearing before the Superintendent.
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The subject matter of the appeal shall not be limited solely to a factual determination of whether thestudent has violated any provisions of this section.(e) When a student is expelled under the provisions of this section, no school or school district withinthe Commonwealth shall be required to admit such student or to provide educational services to saidstudent. If said student does apply for admission to another school or school district, the Superintendentof the school district to which the application is made may request and shall receive from theSuperintendent of the school district expelling said student a written statement of the reasons for saidexpulsion.
MASSACHUSETTS GENERAL LAWS M.G.L. c. 71, Sec. 37H½(1) Upon the issuance of a criminal complaint charging a student with a felony or upon the issuance ofa felony delinquency complaint against a student, the principal or headmaster of a school in which thestudent is enrolled may suspend such student for a period of time determined appropriate by said principalor headmaster if said principal or headmaster determines that the student’s continued presence in theschool would have a substantial detrimental effect on the general welfare of the school. The student andhis/her parent(s)/guardian(s) shall receive written notification of the charges and the reasons for suchsuspension prior to the suspension taking effect. The student shall also receive written notification ofhis/her right to appeal and the process for appealing such suspension; provided, however, that suchsuspension shall remain in effect prior to any appeal hearing conducted by the Superintendent.The student shall have the right to appeal the suspension to the superintendent.The student and/or her/his parent(s)/guardian(s) shall notify the Superintendent in writing of his/herrequest for an appeal no later than five calendar days following the effective date of suspension. TheSuperintendent shall hold a hearing with the student and the student’s parent(s) or guardian(s) withinthree calendar days of the student’s request for an appeal. At the hearing, the student and her/hisparent(s)/guardian(s) shall have the right to counsel. The Superintendent shall have the authority tooverturn or alter the decision of the principal or headmaster, including recommending an alternativeeducational program for the student. The Superintendent shall render a decision on the appeal withinfive calendar days of the hearing. Such decision shall be the final decision of the city, town or regionalschool district with regard to the suspension.(2) Upon a student being convicted of a felony or upon an adjudication or admission in court of guiltwith respect to such a felony or felony delinquency, the principal or headmaster of a school in which thestudent is enrolled may expel said students if such principal or headmaster determines that the student’scontinued presence in school would have a substantial detrimental effect on the general welfare of theschool. The student and his/ her parent(s)/ guardian(s) shall receive written notification of the chargesand reasons for such expulsion prior to such expulsion taking effect. The student and her/his parent(s)/guardian(s) shall also receive written notification of his right to appeal and the process for appealingsuch expulsion; provided, however, that the expulsion shall remain in effect prior to any appeal hearingconducted by the Superintendent.The student shall have the right to appeal the expulsion to the Superintendent.The student shall notify the Superintendent, in writing, of his/her request for an appeal no later than fivecalendar days following the effective date of the expulsion. The Superintendent shall hold a hearing withthe student and the student’s parent(s) or guardian(s) within three calendar days of the student’s requestfor an appeal. At the hearing, the student and/or the student’s parent(s)/guardian(s) shall have theright to present oral and written testimony on the student’s behalf, and shall have the right to counsel.
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The Superintendent shall have the authority to overturn or alter the decision of the principal or headmaster,including recommending an alternative educational program for the student. The Superintendent shallrender a decision on the appeal within five calendar days of the hearing. Such decision shall be the finaldecision of the city, town or regional school district with regard to the suspension.
MASSACHUSETTS GENERAL LAWS M.G.L. c. 71, Sec. 37H¾Section 37H3/4. (a) This section shall govern the suspension and expulsion of students enrolled in apublic school in the commonwealth who are not charged with a violation of subsections (a) or (b) ofsection 37H or with a felony under section 37H1/2.(b) Any principal, headmaster, superintendent or other person acting as a decision-maker at a studentmeeting or hearing, when deciding the consequences for the student, shall exercise discretion; considerways to re-engage the student in the learning process; and avoid using expulsion as a consequence untilother remedies and consequences have been employed.(c) For any suspension or expulsion under this section, the principal or headmaster of a school in whichthe student is enrolled, or a designee, shall provide, to the student and to the parent or guardian of thestudent, notice of the charges and the reason for the suspension or expulsion in English and in theprimary language spoken in the home of the student. The student shall receive the written notificationand shall have the opportunity to meet with the principal or headmaster, or a designee, to discuss thecharges and reasons for the suspension or expulsion prior to the suspension or expulsion taking effect.The principal or headmaster, or a designee, shall ensure that the parent or guardian of the student isincluded in the meeting, provided that such meeting may take place without the parent or guardian onlyif the principal or headmaster, or a designee, can document reasonable efforts to include the parent orguardian in that meeting. The department shall promulgate rules and regulations that address a principal’sduties under this subsection and procedures for including parents in student exclusion meetings, hearingsor interviews under this subsection.(d) If a decision is made to suspend or expel the student after the meeting, the principal or headmaster,or a designee, shall update the notification for the suspension or expulsion to reflect the meeting withthe student. If a student has been suspended or expelled for more than 10 school days for a singleinfraction or for more than 10 school days cumulatively for multiple infractions in any school year, thestudent and the parent or guardian of the student shall also receive, at the time of the suspension orexpulsion decision, written notification of a right to appeal and the process for appealing the suspensionor expulsion in English and in the primary language spoken in the home of the student; provided, however,that the suspension or expulsion shall remain in effect prior to any appeal hearing. The principal orheadmaster or a designee shall notify the superintendent in writing, including, but not limited to, byelectronic means, of any out-of-school suspension imposed on a student enrolled in kindergarten throughgrade 3 prior to such suspension taking effect. That notification shall describe the student’s allegedmisconduct and the reasons for suspending the student out-of-school. For the purposes of this section,the term ‘’out-of-school suspension’’ shall mean a disciplinary action imposed by school officials toremove a student from participation in school activities for 1 day or more.(e) A student who has been suspended or expelled from school for more than 10 school days for asingle infraction or for more than 10 school days cumulatively for multiple infractions in any schoolyear shall have the right to appeal the suspension or expulsion to the superintendent. The student or aparent or guardian of the student shall notify the superintendent in writing of a request for an appealnot later than 5 calendar days following the effective date of the suspension or expulsion; provided, that
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a student and a parent or guardian of the student may request, and if so requested, shall be granted anextension of up to 7 calendar days. The superintendent or a designee shall hold a hearing with thestudent and the parent or guardian of the student within 3 school days of the student’s request for anappeal; provided that a student or a parent or guardian of the student may request and, if so requested,shall be granted an extension of up to 7 calendar days; provided further, that the superintendent, or adesignee, may proceed with a hearing without a parent or guardian of the student if the superintendent,or a designee, makes a good faith effort to include the parent or guardian. At the hearing, the studentshall have the right to present oral and written testimony, cross-examine witnesses and shall have theright to counsel. The superintendent shall render a decision on the appeal in writing within 5 calendardays of the hearing. That decision shall be the final decision of the school district with regard to thesuspension or expulsion.(f) No student shall be suspended or expelled from a school or school district for a time period thatexceeds 90 school days, beginning the first day the student is removed from an assigned school building.
TEACHING ABOUT ALCOHOL, TOBACCO, AND DRUGSIn accordance with state and federal law, the District shall provide age-appropriate, developmentallyappropriate, evidence-based alcohol, tobacco, and drug prevention education programs in grades K-12.The alcohol, tobacco, and drug prevention program shall address the legal, social, and health consequencesof alcohol, tobacco, and drug use, with emphasis on nonuse by school-age children.  The program alsoshall include information about effective techniques and skill development for delaying and abstainingfrom using, as well as skills for addressing peer pressure to use alcohol, tobacco, or drugs.The objectives of this program, as stated below, are rooted in the Committee’s belief that preventionrequires education, and that the most important aspect of the policies and guidelines of the Districtshould be the education of children and youth on healthy decision-making:• To prevent, delay, and/or reduce alcohol, tobacco, and drug use among children and youth.• To increase students’ understanding of the legal, social, and health consequences of alcohol, tobacco,and drug use.• To teach students self-management skills, social skills, negotiation skills, and refusal skills that willhelp them to make healthy decisions and avoid alcohol, tobacco, and drug use.The curriculum, instructional materials, and outcomes used in this program shall be recommended bythe Superintendent and approved by the School Committee.
ALCOHOL, TOBACCO, AND DRUG USE BY STUDENTS PROHIBITEDA student shall not, regardless of the quantity, use or consume, possess, buy or sell, or give away anybeverage containing alcohol; any tobacco product, including vapor/E-cigarettes; marijuana; steroids; orany controlled substance. The School Committee prohibits the use or consumption by students of alcohol,tobacco products, or drugs on school property or at any school function.Additionally, any student who is under the influence of drugs or alcoholic beverages prior to, or during,attendance at or participation in a school-sponsored activity, will be barred from that activity and maybe subject to disciplinary action.
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STUDENT EXPULSION POLICYIf an expulsion recommendation is deemed necessary from the school, the Principal and the hearingofficer will follow the following regulations [JGD/JGE] pertaining to suspensions in establishing andconducting a hearing except:1. An impartial hearing officer, who may be an employee of the School Committee, but not assigned tothe school where the student is enrolled, will be appointed by the superintendent or his designee toconduct a hearing; and2. All witnesses presenting testimony against the student will appear in person at the hearing. Thestudent, his/her parents or guardian(s), and his/her attorney will be allowed to cross-examine suchwitnesses; and3. A tape recording or verbatim transcript of the hearing will be made and a copy will be available tothe student on request at no cost.To impose expulsion, the hearing panel must find:1. The student violated the student conduct rules at least three (3) times during one school year andthat each violation was serious enough, in the absence of other violations, to warrant suspension; or2. The continued presence of the student in school would endanger the physical safety of others orcause substantial interference with the right of others to pursue an education.No expulsion will exceed the end of the school year during which the acts leading directly to the expulsionoccurred.In any case where the hearing panel imposes expulsion, the student will have the right to request anappeal hearing before the New Bedford School Committee. The appeal hearing will be held within oneweek of the date such request is made.New Bedford School Committee, as it conducts the appeal hearing, will specifically determine if there wassufficient evidence to find the alleged violation(s) occurred and if the penalty imposed was appropriatefor the violation(s).
CHAPTER 272, S.40, DISTURBANCE OF SCHOOL OR PUBLIC MEETINGWhoever willfully interrupts or disturbs a school or other assembly of people meeting for a lawful purposeshall be punished by imprisonment for not more than one month or by a fine of not more than fiftydollars; provided, however, that whoever, within one year after being twice convicted of a violation ofthis section, again violates the provisions of this section shall be punished by imprisonment for onemonth, and the sentence imposing such imprisonment shall not be suspended.Amended by St. 1969, c.463, s.1.
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PROHIBITION OF TOBACCO USESection 37H of the Education Reform Act of 1993 “prohibits the use of any tobacco products withinschool buildings, school facilities, on school grounds, or on school buses by any individual, includingschool personnel.”The above law went into effect on Friday, June 18, 1993 and therefore, smoking is NOT permitted byanyone in any School Department building, facility, area, or school grounds.

DISCIPLINE AND STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIESAll students are expected to meet the requirements for behavior as set forth in this handbook. In additionto those due process protections afforded to all students, the Individuals with Disabilities Education Actand related regulations require that additional provisions with Disabilities Education Act and relatedregulations require that additional provisions be made for students who have been found eligible forspecial education services or who the school district knows or has reason to know might be eligible forsuch services. Students who have been found to have a disability that substantially limits a major lifeactivity, as defined under §504 of the Rehabilitation Act, are, generally, also entitled to increased proceduralprotections prior to imposing discipline that will result in the student’s removal for more than ten (10)consecutive school days or where there is a pattern of short term removals exceeding ten (10) schooldays in a given year. The following additional requirements apply to the discipline of students withdisabilities:(1) The IEP for every student eligible for special education or related services shall indicate whether thestudent can be expected to meet the regular discipline code of the school or whether the code should bemodified to address the student’s individual needs.(2) Students with disabilities may be excluded from their programs for up to ten (10) school days to theextent that such sanctions would be applied to all students. Before a student with a disability can beexcluded from his/ her program for more than ten (10) consecutive school days in a given school yearor subjected to a pattern of removal constituting a “change of placement”, building administrators, theparent(s)/guardian(s) and relevant members of the student’s IEP or 504 Team will meet to determinethe relationship between the student’s disability and behavior (Manifestation Determination). In mostinstances, during disciplinary exclusions exceeding ten (10) school days in a single school year, thestudents receiving services pursuant to an IEP shall have the right to receive services identified asnecessary by the Team to provide him/her with a free appropriate public education during the periodof exclusion. Under Section 504, students are not entitled to services if the team determines the conductis not a manifestation of the student’s disability.(3) If building administrators, the parent(s)/guardian(s) and relevant members of the student’s IEP or504 Team determine that the student’s conduct was not a manifestation of the student’s disability, theschool may discipline the student in accordance with the procedures and penalties applicable to allstudents but will continue to provide a free appropriate public education to those students with IEPs.The student’s IEP or 504 Team will identify the services necessary to provide a free appropriate publiceducation during the period of exclusion, review any existing behavior intervention plan or, whereappropriate, conduct a functional behavioral assessment.(4) If building administrators, the parent(s)/guardian(s) and relevant members of the student’s IEP or504 Team determine that the conduct giving rise to disciplinary action was a manifestation of the student’sdisability, the student will not be subjected to further removal or exclusion from the student’s currenteducational program based on that conduct (except for conduct involving weapons, drugs, or resultingin serious bodily injury to others) until the IEP or 504 Team develops, and the parent(s)/guardian(s)consent to, a new placement or unless the District obtains an order from a court or from the Bureau ofSpecial Education Appeals (BSEA) authorizing a change in the student’s placement. The student’s Teamshall also review, and modify as appropriate, any existing behavior intervention plan or arrange for afunctional behavioral assessment.
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(5) If a student with a disability possesses or uses illegal drugs, sells or solicits a controlled substance,possesses a weapon, or causes serious bodily injury to another on school grounds or at a school function,the District may place the student in an Interim Alternative Educational Setting (IAES) for up to forty-five(45) school days. A court or BSEA Hearing Officer may also order the placement of a student whopresents a substantial likelihood of injury to self or others in an appropriate interim setting for up toforty-five (45) school days.

CELLULAR PHONES/ ELECTRONIC DEVICESNew Bedford Public Schools promotes the use of Technology as an effective environment for learning.However, given the degree to which unregulated use of cell phones and other personal electronic devicesmay interfere with teaching and learning, regulations will apply through June 2015 at which time thispolicy will be reviewed.1.   Cell phones and personal electronic devices must be turned off and not visible during the school day.Texting is prohibited. Contact with parents and guardians during the school day must take placethrough the office. Cell phones may be used after the school day ends.2.   Electronic devices necessary for a specific educational purpose and/or individual student need maybe used in class with the approval of the supervising teacher/staff member.Consequences:FIRST OFFENSE: Students will pick up their phone/device after schoolSECOND OFFENSE: Parent/Guardian must pick up the phone/deviceTHIRD & SUBSEQUENT OFFENSES: Meeting with the Parent/Guardian and student will occur.It is the expectation of the School Administration that all students will comply with these guidelines.Students not adhering to guidelines of this policy will be subject to consequences outlined in the studenthandbook.New Bedford Public Schools is not responsible for lost or stolen electronic devices under any circumstances.

ACCESS TO DIGITAL RESOURCESThe School Committee supports the right of students, employees, and community members to havereasonable access to various information formats and believes it is incumbent upon users to utilize thisprivilege in an appropriate manner.
Safety Procedures and GuidelinesThe Superintendent, in conjunction with the Director of Technology, shall develop and implementappropriate procedures to provide guidance for access to digital resources. Guidelines shall addressteacher supervision of student computer or tablet use, ethical use of digital resources and issues ofprivacy versus administrative review of electronic files and communications. In addition, guidelines shallprohibit utilization of digital resources for prohibited or illegal activities and for the use of other programswith the potential of damaging or destroying programs or data.Internet safety measures shall be implemented that effectively address the following:• Controlling access by minors to inappropriate matter on the Internet as defined by theChildren’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA) and the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act(COPPA);• Safety and security of minors when they are using e-mail, instant messaging applications,and other forms of direct electronic communications;• Preventing unauthorized access, including hacking, viruses, and other unlawful activitiesby minors online;• Unauthorized disclosure, use and dissemination of personal information regarding minors.The School District shall provide reasonable public notice to address and communicate its internet safetymeasures.
Empowered Digital UseAll students and faculty must agree to and sign an Empowered Digital Use form prior to the student orstaff member being granted independent access to digital resources and district networks. The requiredform, which specifies guidelines for using digital resources and district networks, must be signed by theparent or legal guardian of minor students (those under 18 years of age) and also by the student. Thisdocument shall be kept on file as a legal, binding document. In order to modify or rescind the agreement,the student’s parent/guardian (or the student who is at least 18 years old) must provide the Director ofTechnology with a written request.

Employee UseEmployees shall use district email, district devices, and district networks only for purposes directly relatedto educational and instructional purposes.
Community UseOn recommendation of the Superintendent in conjunction with the Director of Technology, the districtshall determine when and which computer equipment, software, and information access systems will beavailable to the community. All guests will be prompted to, and must accept the district’s Access to DigitalResources Policy before accessing the district network.

EMPOWERED DIGITAL USE POLICY

PurposeThe School Committee recognizes the need for students to be prepared to contribute to and excel in aconnected, global community. To that end, the district provides ongoing student instruction that developsdigital citizenship skill sets for using technology as a tool. Information and communication technologyare an integrated part of our curriculum across subjects and grades in developmentally appropriateways and are aligned with the Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks and standards, including seekingknowledge and understanding; thinking critically and solving problems; listening, communicating, andinteracting effectively; and engaging and competing in a global environment.
AvailabilityThe Superintendent or designee shall implement, monitor, and evaluate the district’s system/ networkfor instructional and administrative purposes.All users shall acknowledge that they understand that using digital devices, whether personal or schoolowned, and the school district network is a privilege and when using them in accordance with SchoolDistrict guidelines they will retain that privilege.The Superintendent or designee shall develop and implement administrative guidelines, regulations,procedures, and user agreements, consistent with law and policy, which shall include but not be limitedto the following:• Digital devices, software, and networks shall be used in school for educational purposesand activities.• An individual’s personal information (including home/mobile phone numbers, mailingaddresses, and passwords) and that of others shall be kept private.• Individuals will show respect for themselves and others when using technology includingsocial media.• Users shall give acknowledgement to others for their ideas and work• Users shall report inappropriate use of technology immediatelyThese procedures shall be reviewed annually by district administration together with students and teachersand shall provide a springboard for teaching and learning around topics such as internet safety, digitalcitizenship, and ethical use of technology.Adopted/Reviewed/Updated:  10/24/2016
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BULLYING PREVENTION AND INTERVENTIONOn May 3, 2010 Governor Patrick signed an Act Relative to Bullying in Schools (M.G.L. c. 71, § 37O). Thislaw prohibits bullying and retaliation in all public and private schools, and requires schools and schooldistricts to take certain steps to address bullying incidents.The school or district expects students, parents or guardians, and others who witness or become awareof an instance of bullying, harassment or retaliation involving a student to report it to the principal ordesignee. Reports may be made anonymously, and an investigation will ensue, but no disciplinary actionwill be taken against an alleged aggressor solely on the basis of an anonymous report. Students, parentsor guardians, and others may request assistance from a staff member to complete a written report.Students will be provided practical, safe, private, and age-appropriate ways to report and discuss anincident of bullying with a staff member, or with the principal or designee, or superintendent or designeewhen the principal or assistant principal is the alleged aggressor.The entire Bullying Prevention and Intervention Plan can be found on the District’s website athttp://www.newbedfordschools.org/pages/NewBedfordSD/Parents___Students
The following definitions are directly from M.G.L. c. 71, §370.Aggressor is a student or member of the school staff who engages in bullying, cyberbullying, or retaliationtowards a student.Bullying, as defined in M.G.L. c. 71, § 37O, is the repeated use by one or more students or a member of aschool staff of a written, verbal, or electronic expression or a physical act or gesture or any combinationthereof, directed at a target that:i. causes physical or emotional harm to the target or damage to the target’s property;ii. places the target in reasonable fear of harm to himself or herself or of damage to his or her property;iii. creates a hostile environment at school for the target;iv. infringes on the rights of the target at school; orv. materially and substantially disrupts the education process or the orderly operation of a school.Cyberbullying is bullying through the use of technology or electronic devices such as telephones, cellphones, computers, and the Internet. It includes, but is not limited to, email, instant messages, text messages,and Internet postings. See M.G.L. c. 71, § 37O for the legal definition of cyberbullying.Harassment includes, but is not limited to, conduct when related to a person’s sex (gender), race, color,national origin, religion, age, handicap and/or disability and sexual orientation and when such conductis unwelcome by the recipient. In order to give rise to a complaint, harassment must be sufficientlysevere, persistent, or pervasive that it adversely affects a student’s education by creating an intimidating,hostile or humiliating environment. For a one-time incident to rise to the level of harassment, it must besevere. See FPS Policy 5147 for more information.Hot Spot is any location in or around school grounds that tends to be a common area where bullying/harassment will commonly occur.Hostile environment, as defined in M.G.L. c. 71, § 37O, is a situation in which bullying causes the schoolenvironment to be permeated with intimidation, ridicule, or insult that is sufficiently severe or pervasiveto alter the conditions of a student’s education.
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Retaliation is any form of intimidation, reprisal, or harassment directed against a student who reportsbullying or harassment, provides information during an investigation of bullying or harassment, orwitnesses or has reliable information about bullying or harassment.Staff includes, but is not limited to, educators, administrators, counselors, school nurses, cafeteria workers,custodians, bus drivers, athletic coaches, advisors to extracurricular activities, support staff, orparaprofessionals.Target is a student against whom bullying, cyberbullying, harassment, or retaliation has been perpetrated.
STUDENT-TO-STUDENT HARASSMENTHarassment of students by other students will not be tolerated in the New Bedford Public Schools. Thispolicy is in effect while students are on school grounds, School District property or property within thejurisdiction of New Bedford Public Schools, on school buses, or attending or engaging in school activities.Harassment prohibited by New Bedford Public Schools includes, but is not limited to, harassment on thebasis of race, sex, creed, gender identity, gender expression, English proficiency, ancestry, homelessness,religion, color, national origin, sexual orientation, marital status, or disability. Students whose behavior isfound to be in violation of this policy will be subject to disciplinary action up to and including suspensionor expulsion.Harassment means conduct of a verbal or physical nature that is designed to embarrass, distress, agitate,disturb or trouble students when:• Submission to such conduct is made either explicitly or implicitly a term or condition of a student’seducation or of a student’s participation in school programs, or activities;• Submission to or rejection of such conduct by a student is used as the basis for decisions affectingthe student, or;• Such conduct has the purpose of effect of unreasonably interfering with a student’s performanceor creating an intimidating or hostile learning environment.Harassment as described above may include, but is not limited to:• Verbal, physical or written (including texting, blogging, or other technological methods) harassmentor abuse;• Repeated remarks of a demeaning nature;• Implied or explicit threats concerning one’s grades, achievements, or other school matter.• Demeaning jokes, stories, or activities directed at the student.New Bedford Public Schools will promptly and reasonably investigate allegations of harassment. ThePrincipal of each building will be responsible for handling all complaints by students alleging harassment.Retaliation against a student, because a student has filed a harassment complaint or assisted or participatedin a harassment investigation or proceeding, is also prohibited. A student who is found to have retaliatedagainst another in violation of this policy will be subject to disciplinary action up to and includingsuspension and expulsion.

USE OF VIDEO RECORDING FOR SCHOOL DISCIPLINARY PURPOSESNew Bedford Public Schools uses video-taping/recording to monitor those entering the building, theexterior of some buildings, to monitor classrooms and hallways in secondary schools, and to monitorbehavior on some buses.
Cheating PolicyIf a teacher has determined that a student has cheated/plagiarized on any test, class work or homeworkassignment, he/she will assign a zero and contact the parent and/or guardian. The consequence may beapplied to any other student who has participated in the cheating by providing answers or allowing hiswork to be copied.
Care of Personal PropertyEach student is responsible for her/his personal property. Large sums of money, expensive jewelry, andelectronic devices should be left at home. If it is necessary for a student to bring a large sum of money orvaluable item to school, it is strongly advised that the student take it to the Main Office for safe keepingduring the school day. All students are advised to check their valuables with their Physical Educationteachers for safe keeping during their gym classes. New Bedford Middle Schools are not responsible forlost or stolen items.
Care of School PropertySchool property is each student’s property. Students should treat such property with the same considerationthey would have for their own property. Students should take pride in keeping the corridors and campusclean and throw waste materials into the containers provided for this purpose. Students should not markdesks, lockers, etc. Such equipment is expensive and subject to hard wear through normal daily use.Since the school operates on a limited budget, students can help keep costs down for themselves, theirfamilies, and taxpayers.
Computer Usage PolicyAll users of computing resources are expected to act in a spirit of mutual respect and cooperation, whileadhering to the regulations for their use as set forth in the New Bedford Public School Usage Policy.  Seepages 30-32.
Corridor PassStudents are not allowed out of the classroom during class time without a pass from their classroomteacher.  Students must be prepared to show their pass to any staff member who may ask for it. Anystudent in the corridor or any unauthorized area without permission will be subject to serious disciplinaryaction.
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Dress -  Safety, Security, Appropriate Dress (Dress for Success)Students’ dress reflects the quality of the school, of your conduct, and of your school work.  The expectationsfor our students are that students shall wear neat, clean and responsible dress.  Clothing or accessorythat disrupts the normal learning environment will not be permitted.  Clarifications of items not acceptablein school include but are not limited to:

This includes clothingthat advocates the use of drugs, alcohol, and/or violence.  In the final analysis, the Principal has the rightto interpret that which negates a reasonable standard of conduct and appearance, keeping in mind thehealth and safety of the individual.

Section 3:  Transportation, Arrival and Dismissal

Universal School Bus & Van Safety Policy

In order to promote proper conduct and safety, students should adhere to the following:1.   Remain seated until the bus comes to a stop. When approaching your stop, do not attempt to walkdown the aisle while the bus is still moving. If the bus stops quickly, an injury may occur.2.   When exiting the bus, walk, do not run.3.   Once on the street, walk; do not run, especially in adverse weather conditions.4.   If crossing the street, be sure to look both ways. Cross in front of the extended safety arm while thebus lights are still flashing.5.   Remain seated at all times. Do not climb on the seats or change seats. Do not throw items out of thewindows on the bus.6.   Listen to the bus driver and be a good passenger. Refrain from using insulting or profane language.No fighting on the bus. Be respectful of each other.7.   If you have an issue with someone on the bus, report it to the driver and to the teacher or principalwhen you get to school.
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STUDENT CONDUCT ON SCHOOL BUSBuses are provided for those students whose health or the distance of their homes from school makethis service essential. All students who ride the school buses shall be informed of and expected to complywith the following rules of behavior:1. Students are to wait for the bus on the sidewalk until the bus comes to a complete stop.2. Students are to board and leave the bus in a single file.3. Students are to remain seated until they reach their destinations.4. Students are not to put any part of their bodies out of bus windows.5. Students are not to eat on buses. No food is to be carried on buses from the school lunch program.6. Bus windows will be opened by the driver or his/her aide.7. No objects are to be thrown on or off buses or extended out of them.8. Students are not to damage buses in any way.9. Smoking is not permitted on buses at any time.10. Students are expected to observe the rules of courteous, considerate behavior on buses at all times.11. Students must have written parental permission to leave the buses other than at their homes orschool stops.12. Fighting, vulgarity, loud noises and other aggressive behavior is not permitted on buses.13. Students who refuse to obey promptly the directions of the driver or aide or refuse to obey regulationsmay forfeit their privilege of riding on buses for a specified period of time.DISCIPLINARY ACTION FOR VIOLATION OF SCHOOL CONDUCT ON A SCHOOL BUSThe offenses listed above are subject to a minimum penalty of a verbal reprimand to a maximum penaltyof an out of school suspension and/or forfeiture of their privilege of riding on buses for a specifiedperiod of time based upon both the evidence presented and the severity of the offenses.
Bicycles and SkateboardsStudents who ride bicycles to school may secure the bicycle in an area to be designated early in theschool year. The student will be expected to follow all bicycle safety rules and is responsible to securehis/her bicycle with a lock. Bicycles must be “walked” on school property and abutting sidewalks.
No skateboards, roller blades, sneaker skates, or any means of roller or motorized transportation
are to be used on school property.

Harassment by administrators, certified andsupport personnel, students, vendors and other individuals at school or at school-sponsored events areunlawful and strictly prohibited. The New Bedford Public School System requires all employees andstudents to conduct themselves in an appropriate manner with respect to their fellow employees, studentsand all members of the school community.
New Bedford Public Schools Discrimination and Harassment ProceduresThis procedure has been adopted by the New Bedford Public Schools to provide a method of promptand equitable resolution of student and employee complaints of discrimination and harassment.DefinitionsFor the purposes of this procedure:A.  A “Complaint” is defined as an allegation that a student or employee has been discriminated against orharassed on the basis of race, color, ancestry, gender identity, gender expression, genetics, ethnicity,homelessness, military status, national origin, age, sex, sexual orientation, disability, or religion.B. “Discrimination or harassment” means discrimination or harassment on the basis of race, age, color,ancestry, ethnicity, gender identity, gender expression, homelessness, military status, national origin,genetics, ethnicity, sex, sexual orientation, disability or religion.C. “Designee” refers to the school principal or other staff member assigned to investigate the complaint.How to make a complaintA.  Any student or employee who believes that he/she has been discriminated against or harassedshould report their concern promptly to the school principal. If the school principal receives the report,he or she will investigate the complaint thoroughly. Students or employees who are unsure whether

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Complaint Handling and InvestigationA. The school principal shall promptly inform the appropriate Civil Rights Coordinator and the person(s)who is the subject of the Complaint, that a Complaint has been received.B. The Principal or designee may pursue an informal resolution of the Complaint with the agreement ofthe parties involved. Informal resolution is optimal, but the Complainant may elect to proceed accordingto the formal resolution procedure at any time prior to the completion of the informal resolution.C. The Complaint will be investigated by the appropriate Civil Rights Coordinator, the school principal orother individual designated by the Principal. Any Complaint about an employee who holds a supervisoryposition shall be investigated by a person who is not subject to that supervisor’s authority. Any Complaintabout the Superintendent should be submitted to the School Committee Chair, who will consult with legalcounsel concerning handling the investigation of the Complaint.1. The Complainant shall have the opportunity to present witnesses and other relevant evidence to theinvestigator.2. The person who is the subject of the Complaint will be provided with an opportunity to be heard aspart of the investigation including the opportunity to provide relevant information and identify witnessesfor the investigator’s consideration.3. The privacy rights of all parties to the Complaint shall be maintained in accordance with applicablestate and federal laws.4. The investigator will keep a written record of the investigation process.5. The investigator may take interim remedial measures to reduce the risk of further discrimination orharassment while the investigation is pending.6. The investigation shall be completed within twenty-one (21) calendar days of the date of the receipt ofthe Complaint.7. The Principal or designee may extend the investigation period beyond twenty-one (21) calendar daysbecause of extenuating circumstances, including but not limited to availability and cooperation of witnesses,complexity of the investigation, school vacation periods, and the involvement of law enforcement andother outside agency investigations. If the Principal or designee extends the investigation, he or she willnotify the Complainant of the extension.8. If a complaint or report of discrimination or harassment is received after June 1of a given school year,the Principal or designee will attempt to complete the investigation by the end of the school year. In theevent that investigation extends beyond the last day of school, the district will make reasonable efforts tocomplete the investigation within the above-referenced time frame, but may extend the investigationperiod to account for the availability of witnesses during the summer vacation period. If the Principal ordesignee extends the investigation, he or she will notify the Complainant of the extension and makereasonable efforts to interview the witnesses during the summer vacation period.9. Nothing in this procedure will preclude the Principal or designee, in his or her discretion, fromcompleting the investigation sooner that the twenty-one (21) calendar days described above.
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D. If the investigator determines that discrimination or harassment has NOT occurred, he/she shall,within fourteen (14) calendar days of the completion of the investigation, notify the Complainant and thesubject of the Complaint of the outcome of the investigation in writing.E. If the investigator determines that discrimination or harassment has occurred, he/she shall take stepsto eliminate the discriminatory or harassing environment, including but not limited to:1. Determining what disciplinary action should be taken against the person(s) who engaged indiscrimination or harassment, if any;2. Determine what steps are necessary to prevent recurrence of any discriminatory behavior, includingbut not limited to harassment, and to correct its discriminatory effects if appropriate; and3. Inform the Complainant and the person(s) who was the subject of the Complaint of the results of theinvestigation (in accordance with applicable state and federal privacy laws) within fourteen (14) calendardays of the completion of the investigation.F. If the Complainant or the student’s parent(s)/legal guardian(s) are dissatisfied with the results of theinvestigation, an appeal may be made to the Chief Academic Officer within fourteen (14) calendar daysafter receiving notice of the outcome of the investigation. In the appeal, the appellant should identify anyspecific alleged factual or legal errors and explain why the errors should result in a different conclusion.The Chief Academic Officer shall review the investigative report and may conduct further investigationif deemed appropriate. The Chief Academic Officer’s decision shall be final, subject to further appeal tothe Superintendent.If the employee or the student’s parent(s) or legal guardian(s) are dissatisfied with the decision of theChief Academic Officer an appeal may be submitted within seven (7) calendar days after receiving noticeof the Chief Academic Officer’s decision. 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SEXUAL HARASSMENT POLICY AND PROCEDURESI. POLICYThe New Bedford Public Schools depends upon a work environment of tolerance and respect for theachievement of its goals.  The New Bedford Public School Department is committed to providing a workingenvironment that is free of all forms of abuse or harassment. The New Bedford Public School Departmentrecognizes the right of all employees to be treated with respect and dignity.Sexual harassment is a form of behavior which adversely affects the employment relationship. It isprohibited by state and federal law. The New Bedford School Department also condemns and prohibitssexual harassment by any employee.Sexual harassment does not refer to purely voluntary social activities. It refers to behavior which is notwelcomed by the employee, which is personally offensive to him or her, and which undermines moraleand/or interferes with the ability of the employee to work effectively. Sexual harassment includesunwelcome actions such as:- sex-oriented verbal abuse;- sexual remarks or jokes;- physical contact including patting, pinching or repeated brushing against another’s body;- demands or requests for sexual favors accompanied by implied or overt promises of preferential   treatment or threats concerning an individual’s status as an employee;- assaults or molestations; and- posting or distributing sexually orientated pictures or other materials via any media.It is, therefore, against the policies of the New Bedford School Department for any employee of the NewBedford School Department, male or female, to harass another employee sexually, that is, by makingunwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favors, or other uninvited verbal or physical conductof a sexual nature when:1.   submission to such conduct is made either implicitly or explicitly a term or condition of anemployee’s employment;2.   submission to, or rejection of, such conduct by an individual is made the basis for employmentdecision affecting the employee;3.   such conduct has the purpose or effect of interfering with an individual’s work performance;
4.   retaliation is threatened or undertaken against an individual who complains that such conduct isinterfering with his or her work performance; or5.   a hostile or intimidating work environment is created for the employee.II. VIOLATION OF POLICYAny employee violating this policy will be subject to appropriate discipline, including possible dischargeby the New Bedford School Department.
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III: PROCEDURES FOR COMPLAINTSThe New Bedford School Department has designated Sexual Harassment Grievance Officers.  The SexualHarassment Grievance Officers are in the office of Human Capital Services (997-4511, ext.3264).If any employee believes he or she has been subject to sexual harassment, the employee should initiatea complaint by contacting one of the Sexual Harassment Grievance Officers as soon as possible. Theemployee should file the complaint promptly following any incident of alleged harassment. The employeeshould be aware that the longer the period of time between the event giving rise to the complaint andthe filing, the more difficult it will be for the Sexual Harassment Grievance Officers to reconstruct whatoccurred. The employee will be requested to write out his or her compliant to document the charge.Employees will not have to go through the regular chain of reporting procedures when reporting sexualharassment. If the employee is uncomfortable contacting one of the Sexual Harassment Grievance Officersbecause he or she believes that Sexual Harassment Grievance Officer may not receive the complaintimpartially, the employee may contact the other Sexual Harassment Officer.Upon receiving the complaint, the Sexual Harassment Grievance Officer will promptly have a confidentialpreliminary investigation made into the matter.  If after the completion of this preliminary investigationit is determined that there is reasonable cause for finding a violation of this policy, the Sexual HarassmentGrievance Officer will notify the complainant and the charged employee of the finding orally. The chargedemployee will be requested to respond to the complaint. Additional investigation will be made to theextent appropriate in each case. This process will be confidential to the extent consistent with an effectiveinvestigation.After the response of the charged employee has been made, and any further investigation which may bewarranted has been carried out, the Superintendent of Schools or his/her designee will make a finaldecision.  If the Superintendent of Schools or his/her designee finds that the allegations in the complainthave been established by the investigation, the Superintendent of Schools or his/her designee will initiatediscipline of the charged employee. 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PROCEDURES:1. The School Committee approved curricula will cover a full range of topics. Teachers will presentcurricula to students from grades PreK-12 that may cover human sexuality education or human sexualityissues.2. The Scope and Sequence of these curricula for each school year will be made available to parents,guardians, educators and school administrators. We encourage students to discuss the topics presentedin class with a caring adult in their family.3. The curricula will be made available for inspection and review by appointment in the DepartmentChairperson’s Office. Appointments may be made by contacting the Department Chairperson duringregular school hours.4. Parents/Guardians are encouraged to inspect and review the curricula and speak to the DepartmentChairperson before exercising their right to exempt their children from any portion of the curriculumthat primarily involves human sexuality education or human sexuality issues through written notificationto the school principal. Protocols between New Bedford Public Schools (NBPS) And
Department of Children and Families (DCF), New Bedford Area OfficeThese protocols are intended to provide guidance to school department personnel, and DCF personnelregarding our shared commitment to insuring children in foster care have the same educational successesas the general population. The protocols are driven by the New Bedford Public Schools’ three yearstrategic plan and several of the Department of Child and Families core values of child-driven andcommunity-based child welfare practice.Lead Administrators from NBPS and DCF are committed to these protocols and will meet regularly toreview progress.Initial Contact1.  When a child is placed in foster care the DCF Social Worker will notify the Principal, School AdjustmentCounselor (SAC) or Guidance Counselor of the school the child attends.2. When a child is placed in foster care and needs to change schools DCF Social Worker will request thatthe school records are forwarded to the new school.3. DCF Social Worker will insure that when a child is registering in a new school that the Principal/designated staff receives a copy of court mittimus (proof of custody) and all records if available. If recordsare not available at the time of enrollment;a. The student will be enrolled regardless of lack of records per McKinney Vento;b. DCF will also request that records held by the transferring school (i.e. birth record, transfer card,academic records, IEP, discipline records etc.) be forwarded to the receiving school as soon aspossible.
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4.  DCF Social Worker and Principal or designated School Staff will coordinate a meeting to include theFoster Parent within 5 days to review the students needs and challenges for educational success.5. School Personnel should contact DCF Social Worker with any concerns regarding the child’s fosterplacement. If they are not able to reach the Social Worker a Supervisor, Area Program Manager or AreaDirector can be contacted.Ongoing Communication1.   As part of the joint effort of the NBPS and DCF to enhance the well being of students in foster care,DCF and School Personnel should contact each other regarding any major changes in the student’slife that might impact on education such as change in placements, case closing, disciplinary issuesetc.2.   NBPS and DCF are in agreement that all students requiring Special Education Services should bemaintained in the least restrictive setting based on their educational needs and that DCF will participatein the IEP process.3.  Designees of the NBPS Special Education Department and DCF will maintain monthly ongoingcommunication regarding shared students.Data Collection1.   NBPS and DCF are committed to gathering clear and accurate data concerning academic achievementof students in foster care to insure planning for academic success.2.   DCF will insure that educational data is regularly loaded into the electronic system (Family Net) in amanner that will allow DESE interface to track educational outcomes.3.   NBPS and DCF will each designate lead data collection staff to devise and integrate a district widetracking system for students in foster care. This system will allow tracking from entry to discharge aswell as monitor educational outcomes for this group of students.

NURSES’ OFFICEMiddle School Nurses are registered nurses that are licensed by the Department of Education and arevalued members of the educational team. They offer unique opportunities for students to learn healthybehaviors and receive easily accessible health services within a school setting. They are specially trainedin health promotion and assessment, respond skillfully to the ever-changing health care needs of today’sstudents, and are knowledgeable in the most appropriate treatment and referral procedures. All newstudents entering a New Bedford Middle School must see the school nurse for an evaluation of theirhealth and immunization status.Students who are injured or become ill during school hours must consult with the nurse on duty. Astudent who is feeling ill should report to the nurse’s office with the consent of the classroom teacher.Excluding emergencies, no student is allowed to visit the nurse’s office without a pass from a teacher.Dismissals for illnesses may only be issued by a school nurse. A telephone call to the parents or guardianswill be made when dismissals are necessary. On returning to school from a dismissal for illness orinjury, students must report first to the Nurses’ Office before returning to class. The nurse will supplythe student with a return slip to class.Please keep your child home from school if he/she has had a fever within the past 24 hours, if yourchild is vomiting, or has diarrhea, or has a contagious illness such as strep throat, flu or chicken pox …Any student that has a change in health status (surgery, crutches, wheel chair ...) must first report to thenurse’s office. Exclusion notes for gym are to be brought to the Nurses’ Office so that accommodationscan be made.In case of an accident, no matter how minor, the student should report that accident to the teacherimmediately and then report to the nurse’s office. In the case of severe accidents or acute illness,emergency care will be given and the parent(s)/guardian(s) will be notified.
Medication PolicyState regulations governing the administration of prescription medication in school ensure the healthand safety of children needing medication during the school day. These regulations require that thefollowing forms be on file in your child’s health record before any medication (including over the countermedication) be given in school. These forms can be obtained by your child’s health care provider orschool nurse.

1.   Signed medication order. A written medication order form must be completed by your child’slicensed physician, nurse practitioner, dentist, etc. and returned to the school nurse.  Mediationorders must be renewed when there is a change and at the beginning of each academic year.
2. Parental Consent. A signed consent by the parent or legal guardian to give the medication.Medications must be delivered to the school nurse in a pharmacy or manufacturer-labeledcontainer by a parent or a responsible adult designated by the parent. No more than a thirty-daysupply should be delivered to the school nurse along with a note stating the amount of medicationsent in to the school. No over the counter medication will be given in school without the required,signed medication forms. Students should not be in possession of any over the counter medicationswhile in school.



Required Physical Exams, Screenings, and ImmunizationsAll 1st, 4th, 7th, 10th graders and new entries are required to have a health examination on file in thenurse’s office. Massachusetts General Law, 105 CMR, Section 200 requires that public schools have onfile the report from a physical examination of each child upon entrance or transfer into the schoolsystem and every 3 or 4 years thereafter. This examination should be done by your child’s primary careprovider and a copy provided to the school nurse.School nurses follow the Massachusetts Department of Public Health’s requirement for screening ofchildren for growth, dental, postural, hearing and vision issues.  Please notify your child’s school nurse ifyou do not want your child to participate in the screening process.All students are required to have an immunization record on file in the nurse’s office. Immunizationsmust be up-to-date for each child according to Massachusetts’s immunization guidelines. Please be awarethat any student who does not fully comply with and produce documentation of state immunizationrequirements will be excluded from school. As required by law, appropriate authorities will be notifiedif a student is excluded and remains in non-compliance after the exclusion date.

During the first week of school, you will be given information regarding various insurance plans. If youneed assistance obtaining health insurance, please contact the school nurse.
ACQUIRED IMMUNE DEFICIENCY SYNDROME (AIDS)All children diagnosed as having AIDS or with clinical evidence of infection with the AIDS associatedvirus (HIV) and receiving regular medical attention are able to attend school, except when certain conditionsare present as specified in the Massachusetts Department of Public Health AIDS School Attendance Policyadopted by the School Committee.
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MCKINNEY-VENTO HOMELESS EDUCATION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM POLICYIt is the policy of the New Bedford Public Schools to comply with the advisory criteria of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Assistance Act. The New Bedford Public Schools shall ensure that every effortis made to comply with this legislation and to ensure that each homeless child or youth has equal accessto the same free, appropriate public education, including a public pre-school education as provided toother children and youths.
PROCEDURESThe New Bedford Public Schools will:1.   The Superintendent shall designate a district administrator to serve as the McKinney-Vento HomelessEducation Program Liaison whose role it is to assist homeless students and their families to enrollin school, and to ensure that they receive the educational services for which they are eligible.2.   Immediately enroll McKinney-Vento students in school, even if they do not have the documentsusually required for enrollment – such as school records, birth certificate, medical and immunizationrecords, or proof of residency.3. Based on the district transportation policy for eligibility, ensure that transportation is provided ina timely manner within 45 minutes ride for PK - K students and within 60 minutes ride for grades1 - 12 students. Transportation will be arranged by the transportation office at the request of theparent, area shelters, agencies and other school districts, guardian or unaccompanied youth, toand from the school of origin.4.   Afford homeless pre-schoolers the same opportunity to enroll, attend and succeed in pre-schoolas non- homeless pre-schoolers, thereby minimizing their educational disruption due tohomelessness.5.   Collaborate with the Department of Social Services and other area agencies to identify and serviceone (1) unaccompanied youth (youth who are homeless and not in the physical custody of aparent/guardian; and not in the custody of a state agency); and two (2) children and youth instate care or custody (foster children) who have been placed out of their homes into temporary,transitional, or emergency living placements and are therefore considered homeless.6.   Adapt the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education’s dispute resolution proceduresand forms. In the event of a school selection or enrollment dispute, the student shall immediatelybe enrolled in the school in which enrollment is sought, pending resolution of the dispute. Because instructional programs and materials are of great importance,only those that meet the following criteria will be approved by the New Bedford School Committee:1. They must provide materials that stimulate growth in factual knowledge, literary appreciation,aesthetic and ethical values.3.   They must help develop and foster an appreciation of cultural diversity and development in theUnited States and throughout the world.4.   They must reflect a standard process for their selection which will include, whenever possible, aprocess inclusive of teacher and community voices reflective of the various protected classes.5.   They must provide for all students an effective basic education that does not discriminate on thebasis of race, age, color, religion, national origin, sex, ethnicity, gender identity, gender expression,homelessness, ancestry, physical disabilities or sexual preference.6.   They must allow sufficient flexibility for meeting the special needs of individual students andgroups of students.7.   They must be adaptable or inclusive of the needs of children with disabilities and those working toacquire English proficiency.

Extra-curricular ActivitiesAll extras curricular activities and school functions are considered privilege events. The principal maychoose not to allow any student(s) to attend or participate in any extra-curricular activity, club, or eventat each New Bedford Middle School. All school rules and regulations apply to all extra-curricular clubs,events and activities.Students are reminded that while attending any school function, event or activity, proper manners, respectand safe and considerate behavior are required. Improper attitude and/or behavior could result inbeing kept after school or not being allowed to attend school functions in the future. Students must attendschool the day of the function, event or activity. All extra-curricular activities and school functions areconsidered privilege events. The principal/designee may restrict or suspend a student’s privileges for a
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period of up to (1) year to ensure the safety, order and discipline at school. HomeroomAttendance will be taken during homeroom in the morning. All students will remain in the homeroomunless excused by the homeroom teacher.  All students will remain seated during this time and plan fortheir day ahead.
LibraryThe library has a variety of books and resources to enrich your classroom work as well as encouragereading just for fun.  They must be kept in good condition and returned when due. Reference books donot leave the library.• Students must pay for or replace lost or damaged books.• Students coming to the library must have a pass.• Students should remember that the library is a place for project work and study.  Good behavior

and consideration for others are important.• Any student abusing the library privilege will be assigned the appropriate consequence.• Book bags, coats, etc. are not allowed in the library.• A computer area is located in the library; guidelines for student use are posted.
LockersAll students will be issued a locker. Lockers are the property of the school system and may be inspectedby the school administration when reasonable information necessitates their action.• Students must use the lockers that have been assigned to them.• Lockers are not to be shared with other students.• The school assumes no responsibility for the loss of any items.



• Lockers will be kept neat, clean & organized.  No pictures or posters will be attached to the lockerinside or outside.• Hats, coats and jackets must be kept in the lockers for the school day.• Report to lockers quietly and at designated times only.• Lockers must shut completely with no objects sticking out.• Designated times are:o Before school or after schoolo As their team teacher allowso At the end of the school day• Students are to retrieve appropriate materials and return to class promptly.• Lost locks – A replacement lock may be obtained in the students’ administrative office at a cost of5.00.
Lost and FoundAny articles found by students are to be taken to the student’s House Office immediately. Students wholose an article should first check with homeroom and subject related teachers and then the office.
Mandatory Academic Support SessionsIn an effort to ensure the success of all students, academic teams may require students to attend“Mandatory Academic Support Sessions”. These sessions will be held after school during the eighthperiod. Teachers may require students to remain until 3:15 pm (parent(s)/guardian(s) will be notified).
Mandatory Academic Support Sessions will take priority over all other school programs, activities.Any student who does not attend an assigned Mandatory Academic Support Session will be subject tomore serious disciplinary consequences i.e. Office Detention/Academic Detention /Saturday School,parent-student conference, suspension, etc.
Retention/Promotion PolicyThe school principal will have the authority to make final grade placement for any/all students in grades6, 7, and 8. The school principal, in consultation with the high school principal, will make grade placement/assignment for any grade 8 student who has completed a full year in grade 8 and may not have met theacademic standards and/or attendance requirements for promotion.Promotion/Retention Criteria in Grades 6, 7, 8At the conclusion of each school year, the academic achievement and status of each student will bereviewed by the principal/administration, subject to the following conditions:1.   All students are expected to meet high expectations and high academic standards in all subjectareas offered at the middle school.2.   All students must meet the high academic standards and pass all content areas (Mathematics, ELA,Science, Social Studies) in order to be promoted to the next grade .3.   Any student who has not met grade level standards may be assigned to a mandatory extendedschool year/summer program* by the principal.4.   Any student who has not met the New Bedford Public Schools attendance requirement will beassigned by the principal to a mandatory extended school year/summer program.*It is the purpose of the extended school year/summer program to assist students to complete theiracademic work and to complete their efforts to meet the grade level standards in subjects in which theyhave not yet attained the academic standard and learned the material. Any student assigned by the54



principal to attend the extended school year/summer program must attend each day and complete theprogram successfully. At the conclusion of the extended school year/ summer program, the principalwill again review the student’s academic status and a grade placement/assignment for the subsequentschool year will be finalized. Upon review of all student academic performance data i.e. grades, academicprojects/portfolio, attendance, extended school year information, etc., the principal will make the finaldetermination whether the student has met the academic standard in all subject area(s).
STUDENT RECORD REGULATIONS AND THE FAMILY EDUCATIONAL RIGHTS PRIVACY ACTThe New Bedford Public Schools complies with applicable federal and state laws and regulations pertainingto student records. Those laws and regulations are designed to ensure a parent’s/guardian’s and eligiblestudent’s rights to access, inspect, and to request amendment of the child’s student record.The Massachusetts Student Record regulations and the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA)apply to student information kept by a school in a manner such that the student may be individuallyidentified. The regulations divide the record into the permanent transcript and the temporary record.The transcript includes only the minimum information necessary to reflect the student’s educationalprogress. This information includes the student’s name, address, course titles, grades, credits, and gradelevel completed. The transcript is kept by the school system for at least sixty (60) years after the studentleaves the system.The temporary record contains the majority of the information maintained by the school system aboutthe student. This may include such things as standardized test results, class rank, school sponsored extra-curricular activities, and evaluations and comments by teachers, counselors, and other persons. Thetemporary record is destroyed no later than seven (7) years after the student leaves the school system.The following is a summary of major parent/guardian and student rights regarding their student records:Inspection of Record - A parent/guardian, and any student who has entered the ninth grade or is atleast fourteen (14) years old, has the right to inspect all portions of said student record upon request.The record must be made available to the parent/guardian or student within ten (10) calendar days ofthe request, unless the parent/guardian or student consents to a delay. In the event the parent/studentrequests copies of a student record, the District may charge the parent(s)/ guardian(s)/student for saidcopies at the District rate.Confidentiality of Record - With a few exceptions, no individuals or organizations but the parent/guardian,student, and school personnel working directly with the student are allowed to have access to informationin the student record without specific, informed, written consent of the parent/guardian or the student.Amendment of Record -The parent/guardian and eligible student have the right to add relevant comments,information, or other written materials to the student record. In addition, the parent/guardian and eligiblestudent have the right to request that information of the record be amended or deleted. The parent/guardian and eligible student have a right to a conference with the school principal to make theirobjections known. Within a week after the conference,the principal must render a decision in writing. If the parent/guardian and student are not satisfied withthe decision, the regulations contain provisions through which the decision may be appealed to higherauthorities in the school system.Directory Information -Federal law requires that the District release the names, addresses and telephonelistings of students to military recruiters and institutions of higher education upon request for recruitment55



and scholarship purposes without prior consent. In addition, the District may release the followingdirectory information about a student without prior consent: a student’s name, address, telephone listing,date and place of birth, major fields of study, dates of attendance, weight and height of members of athleticteams, class participation in officially recognized activities and sports, degrees, honors and awards, post-high school plans and directory information such as homeroom assignments. However, in all instances,parents may request that such directory information not be released without prior consent by notifyingtheir school building office in writing by the end of September of each school year.Destruction of Records - The regulations require that certain parts of the student record, such as thetemporary record, be destroyed a certain period of time after the student leaves the school system.School authorities are also allowed to destroy misleading, outdated, or irrelevant information in therecord from time to time while the student is enrolled in the school system. Before any such informationmay be destroyed, the parent and student must be notified, and have an opportunity to receive a copy ofany of the information before its destruction.Transfer of Records: It is the practice of the New Bedford Public Schools to forward the student recordof any student who transfers to another public school or school district upon request of the receivingschool or district.Non-Custodial Parents: Unless there is a court order to the contrary, a non-custodial parent (parentwithout physical custody of the student) of any public school student has the right, subject to certainprocedures, to receive information regarding the student’s achievements, involvement, behavior, etc. Anoncustodial parent who wishes to have this information shall submit a written request annually to theprincipal. Upon receipt of such a request, the principal shall send written notification to the custodialparent by certified and first class mail that the records and information will be provided to the non-custodial parent in twenty-one (21) calendar days unless the custodial parent provides documentationof the non-custodial parent’s ineligibility to access such information. In all cases where school recordsare provided to a non-custodial parent, the electronic and postal address and other contact informationfor the custodial parent shall be removed from the records provided. Any such records provided to thenon-custodial parent shall be marked to indicate that they may not be used to enroll the student inanother school. Upon receipt of a court order that prohibits the distribution of information pursuant toG.L. c. 71, §34H, the school will notify the non-custodial parent that it shall cease to provide access to thestudent record to the non-custodial parent.
M.G.L. c.71, §34H, 603 CMR 23.07.Third Party Access: Authorized school personnel, to include: (a) school administrators, teachers,counselors and other professionals who are employed by the school committee or who are providingservices to the student under an agreement between the school committee and a service provider, andwho are working directly with the student in an administrative, teaching, counseling, and/or diagnosticcapacity; (b) administrative office staff and clerical personnel, employed by the school committee orunder a school committee service contract, and whose duties require them to have access to studentrecords for purposes of processing information for the student record; and (c) the Evaluation Teamwhich evaluates a student, shall have access to the student record of students to whom they are providingservices, when such access is required in the performance of their official duties. The consent of theparent or eligible student shall not be necessary.Complaints: A parent/guardian or eligible student has a right to file a complaint with the Family PolicyCompliance Office, U.S. Department of Education, 400 Maryland Avenue SW, Washington, D.C. 20202-56

VisitorsAll visitors must report to the main office for a visitor pass.  Students are not allowed to bring visitors toschool. All visitors mustrecord their visit into the school administrative office log and wear a visitor’s badge while in the building.Communication is vital to students success.  In order to best serve the needs of all students, schoolpersonnel will be available for parent conferences by appointment.
VolunteersParents are welcome to volunteer. Volunteers are utilized as chaperones, in the School Store and in theadministrative offices. All volunteers must have a Criminal Offender Record Information check (C.O.R.I.)prior to becoming a volunteer, which takes three-four weeks to process.
